Yahusha spoken of as the Wisdom of Elohim 
 

“YAHUAH possessed me at the beginning of His way, Before His works of old. I have been 
established from everlasting, From the beginning, before there was ever an earth. When there 

were no depths I was brought forth, When there were no fountains abounding with water. 
Before the mountains were settled, Before the hills, I was brought forth; While as yet He had 

not made the earth or the fields, Or the primal dust of the world. When He prepared the 
heavens, I was there, When He drew a circle on the face of the deep, When He established the 
clouds above, When He strengthened the fountains of the deep, When He assigned to the sea 

its limit, So that the waters would not transgress His command, When He marked out the 
foundations of the earth, Then I was beside Him as a master craftsman; And I was daily His 

delight, Rejoicing always before Him, 
Proverbs 8:   30-22  

 
“Where is the wise? Where is the scribe? Where is the disputer of this age? Has not God made 

foolish the wisdom of this world? For since, in the wisdom of Elohim, the world through wisdom 
did not know Elohim, it pleased Elohim through the foolishness of the message preached to 

save those who believe.

which went through Yashar’el and then the line of David 
 

“In your seed all the nations of the earth shall be blessed, 
because you have obeyed My voice.”” 

Genesis 22:18

“When you go back to Egypt, see that you do all those wonders before Pharaoh which I have 

put in your hand. But I will harden his heart, so that he will not let the people go.  
Then you shall say to Pharaoh, ‘Thus says YAHUAH:

So I say to you, let My son go that he may serve Me.  

But if you refuse to let him go, indeed I will kill your son, your firstborn.” ’ ””
